Our funding will never meet the needs of the women and men in our service area; therefore the Komen Boise Affiliate has chosen to identify ways to increase the programs that we fund.  In order to do this, we must better define the criteria for funding- this means that certain budget items will no longer be funded as in the past.  Examples include: clinical breast exams, salaries for administrative personnel, excessive equipment costs, and utilities/cost of maintaining health care facility, etc.

Given the increase in the community needs of our 19 county service area, we have chosen to re-vamp our grant program.  Please read carefully the grant application definitions and select which application applies to your program.  You may apply for funding in more than one category but a separate application must be submitted for each category.   Each application must be filled out in its entirety as we are required to report the RFA’s information to Komen for the Cure National.  Applications will be reviewed by grant staff to ensure it is in compliance.  If it is found to be deficient, the application will be returned and you will have two days to correct and resubmit the application packet.
1.  Education Grant:  Small grant application only.  Maximum Funding: $5,000-Projects related to breast health education and awareness for our 19 county service area.  (Application will not be available until April 1, 2012).  
2. Screening Grant: Maximum Funding:  $20,000-Projects/programs that provide direct patient screening services which include all aspects of breast cancer screening, diagnostics and other follow up care at a clinical location and or a mobile program. 
3. Community Health Outreach: Maximum Funding: $10,000-Projects/programs that educate and directly connect uninsured and under-insured populations to mammography and follow-up diagnostic care.  
4. Support & Survivorship:  Maximum Funding: $10,000-Projects/programs that assist medically underserved individuals that provide non-medical support to those who are currently receiving breast cancer treatment or who are breast cancer survivors.  Examples include, but are not limited to: programs that cover costs for basic living expenses, meals, transportation to and from treatment appointments, and rehabilitation programs, including projects that assist breast cancer survivors to increase their quality of life.
It is mandatory for grant recipients to have a representative present in the grants/education booth area to answer questions about the funded program at the Boise Race for the Cure on May 12, 2012.
It is our intent to enhance existing programs of providers, not to be only funding source for the program.   As this is a new grant program, we welcome questions as to how you address the RFAs.  
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
