Grant Amount:	Maximum Funding Request $10,000

Support and Survivorship: Projects/programs that assist medically underserved individuals that provide non-medical support to those who are currently receiving breast cancer treatment or who are breast cancer survivors.  Examples include, but are not limited to: programs that cover costs for basic living expenses, meals, transportation to and from treatment appointments, and rehabilitation programs, including projects that assist breast cancer survivors to increase their quality of life.


Program Goal: 	The Boise Affiliate’s goal of this partnership program is to promote innovative breast health programs in areas of education, screening, and patient care support for all people regardless of race, income, geographic location, sexual orientation, or insurance status. The Boise Affiliate encourages creativity, innovation and collaboration that will create access to services, bridge the gaps in breast health/cancer services and address the entire continuum of care, creating seamless systems of care for the medically underserved throughout Southwest and Central Idaho.


The Boise Affiliate establishes its funding priorities by conducting a biannual Community Profile needs assessment.  The needs assessment of the Boise Affiliate has identified the following areas for the 2012-2013 grant cycle to fund an array of breast cancer programs and services:
· Increased screening for under-insured, uninsured, and low income women
· Increased screening access for rural women
· Increased support for persons in breast cancer treatment or survivorship
· Improved communication between patients and health care providers
· Fill gaps across the continuum of care in your community.


About Us:
Susan G. Komen for the Cure® was born in a promise.  Ambassador Nancy Brinker promised her dying sister Susan G. Komen, that she would do everything in her power to end breast cancer.   That promise became Susan G. Komen for the Cure, which has grown to be the world’s largest and most progressive grassroots network of survivors and activists fighting to end breast cancer forever.

Funding Priorities and Restrictions


PRIORITY FUNDING AS DIRECTED IN OUR 2011 COMMUNITY PROFILE:


· PRIORITY 1: EARLY DETECTION AND EDUCATION – (SCREENING & EDUCATION/OUTREACH) 
Delivery of free and reduced screening and diagnostic mammography services to underinsured, uninsured, and low income populations using Medicare rates.

· PRIORITY 2: PATIENT ACCESS PROGRAMS AND MOBILE MAMMOGRAPHY – (RURAL SCREENING)
Focus on programs that reduce gaps and barriers to accessing breast health care.   

· PRIORITY 3: COMMUNITY OUTREACH AND PATIENT ASSISTANCE – (TREATMENT AND PATIENT SUPPORT)
Programs that reduce disparities in breast cancer outcomes among medically underserved patients.  
· Programs must include community outreach and/or support that aid breast cancer patients to access and understanding of the medical system, as well as allocate financial resources for low-income patients for services such as: rent/mortgage, transportation, utilities, food, medical supplies such as lymphedema sleeves, mastectomy camisoles, and/or childcare.


Submission Requirements and Restriction

Please read:  	Limited resources and continued low screening rates has compelled the Boise Affiliate to examine the use of funds and program outcomes.  Additional requirements and restrictions have been added for this cycle. 

Requirements:	Applicant organizations must be providing services in one or more of the following counties: Ada, Adams, Blaine, Boise, Camas, Canyon, Cassia, Elmore, Gem, Gooding, Idaho, Jerome, Lincoln, Minidoka, Owyhee, Payette, Twin Falls, Valley, and Washington.  *Boise’s main target areas in this grant cycle are within the Southwest District Health region; Adams, Canyon, Gem, Owyhee, Payette, and Washington. 

	Applicants must be a US nonprofit (federally tax-exempt) organization, and attach IRS Letter of Determination with application. Not for profit organizations, educational institutions, government agencies and Indian tribes are eligible.

	NEW***Applicants must address at least one of the funding priorities listed above and fall into one of these categories:  Education, Screening, Community Health Outreach, or Support and Survivorship. (Each category has a separate application; see www.komenboise.org/grants for all application forms).

	All current and past Komen grantees must be up to date and in compliance with the Boise Affiliate. If your organization is not in compliance, the application will not be considered. 

	NEW: Applicants must agree to use Medicare Rates for patient care costs 

	NEW: Must show collaborative partnerships and show Acknowledgement of Susan G. Komen for the Cure grant partnership.


Restrictions:   	Funding WILL NOT be provided for:

Programs that do not show a full continuum of care programming or collaborative programming.

Programs must be specific to breast health and/or breast cancer; e.g. if a program is a combined breast and cervical cancer program, funding may only be requested for the breast cancer portion only.

Services should address areas specified in the funding priorities.

Equipment costs, if applicable, may not exceed 10% of direct costs and should be used exclusively on this program.

NEW: Salaries, if requested, are limited to the program director only.  Funds will not be provided for administration and/or support staff.

NEW: No indirect costs or indirect rate allocations (e.g. Utilities, facility expenses, and/or other business)

NEW: Cost of wellness exams or clinical breast exams cannot be included as a separate cost for screening.

NEW: Fringe Benefits will not be funded.

Specific restrictions for Support and Survivorship:

Programs cannot cover: Insurance payments and/or co-payments, and physician bills.



Instructions for Applicants

Review Process

	Applications received that are complete and meet compliance with the below check list requirements, will be submitted to our independent, competitive review process.  The review panel consists of an anonymous, diverse group of community members.  The panel reserves the right to request additional information from the applicant.  Incomplete, late applications, or not on proper Komen forms will not be reviewed.   

	The Affiliate’s grant process is competitive.  Funding for returning grantees is never guaranteed. Each submitted application will be reviewed by Affiliate staff for compliance and adherence to the Request for Applications.  If your application is found to be not incompliance, you will be notified and will have three days to correct the deficiency.

The Review panel will consider each of the following criteria for approval of grants:

· Respond to funding priorities:   Does the application address Komen Boise’s funding direction and further the mission of Komen program goal?

· Services and program plan:  Does program plan appear to be logical and workable?  Are goals achievable?

· Continuum of Care:  Is there a clear plan showing the full continuum of care process or clearly define how patients are referred?  

· Objectives:  Are the objectives clearly stated, measurable, and attainable? Evaluation clearly defined? Realistic timeline to meet objectives?

· Budget:   Budget adequately supports program plan?

· Evaluation and tracking: Program must identify and describe the tools and methods that will be used to measure the effectiveness and data of the program. 

· Sustainability: Applicants described an infrastructure and resources that can clearly support the program.

· Past performance: (Returning grantees) - Is the organization in good standing with Komen? (e.g. compliance with reporting deadlines, acknowledgement/marketing as a Susan G. Komen grant recipient, attendance at Boise Race for the Cure.

Letters of support and additional materials:  DO NOT send additional letters/documentation of support (i.e. reprints, complete curriculum vitae, or letters of support) that do not directly pertain to the collaborative partners of the grant. These will not be reviewed.

Confirmation of receipt of application:  Confirmation of receipt of application will be mailed or emailed to the program director following review for compliance to guidelines. Please do not contact the Boise Komen Affiliate. 

Funding Information:  Funds in a support and survivorship program may be used for salaries and benefits for the program administrator ONLY, travel (grant writing workshops and attendance at Race for the Cure® only), and equipment, cannot exceed 10% indirect costs of budget (limited to specific items) and submitted with budget justification form.  Funds may not be used for medical research, renovation of facilities, debt reduction, fundraising campaigns, event sponsorships, or race registrations.

Partial Funding: Some grant applications may be awarded partial funding, after which a new modified budget or application will be requested.  If you feel that partial funding will impede your program, please make a note in your budget justification “other” column.

Announcement:  Notification of grants awarded will be made no later than April 1, 2012.  Program directors will be notified of the outcome of the review in writing.  A grant contract will be the legal mechanism for funding.  Grants funds will be distributed via certified mail. 

Payments and Reporting:  Funds will be distributed in 2 equal installments no later than thirty (30) days after receipt of a fully signed contract and/or six (6) month report.

Instructions for submitting: Check off each item on the application check list to verify you have all materials and forms submitted. Komen forms are required to ensure parity in the review process.  Applications not on the correct forms will not be reviewed.

Applications must be postmarked by January 13, 2012 or delivered by 4pm – late applications will not be accepted.   1 Sided photocopies of these forms are acceptable.

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The Breast Cancer Bill of Rights

We Believe
1. Early Detection:  Every woman has a right to access breast cancer screening tools that may save her life.
2. Financial Stability:  Women who are diagnosed with breast cancer have a right to fight the disease without fear of bankruptcy.
3. Access:  Breast cancer patients and survivors have a right to health care services.
4. Timely Care:  Every woman who has an abnormal mammogram has a right to a diagnosis and treatment, without delay.
5. High Quality:  Every woman has a right to high quality care, no matter where she seeks medical services.
6. Strong Safety Net: Uninsured women have a right to strong breast health care throughout the entire cycle of the continuum of care.
7. Reconstruction:  Breast cancer survivors have a right to insurance coverage for full mastectomy care, including reconstruction.
8. Clinical Trials: Breast cancer patients who participate in clinical trial have a right to coverage for routine health care costs.
9. Patient Education:  Every woman has a right to make informed choices and take control of her own health.
10. Innovation:  All Americans have a right to government that invest adequately in innovative cancer research.
